All auditions should be performed without
accompaniment.

Youth Symphony (all instruments): At least 3
years of playing experience, private lessons
preferred.

Youth Chamber Orchestra/Youth String En-
semble (strings only): A minimum of one year
playing in your school music program, or one year
of private lessons. Must be able to read music.
